This is a record of the ancestors of Jesus the 

Messiah, a descendant of David and of 

Abraham: 

 

2 Abraham was the father of Isaac. Isaac 

was the father of Jacob. 

Jacob was the father of Judah and his 

brothers. 

Nahshon was the father of Salmon. 

5 Salmon was the father of Boaz (whose 

mother was Rahab). 

Boaz was the father of Obed (whose                  

mother was Ruth). 

Obed was the father of Jesse. 

6 Jesse was the father of King David. 

David was the father of Solomon (whose 

mother was Bathsheba, the widow of Uriah). 

7 Solomon was the father of Rehoboam. 

Rehoboam was the father of Abijah. 

Abijah was the father of Asa. 

8 Asa was the father of Jehoshaphat. 

Jehoshaphat was the father of Jehoram. 

10 Hezekiah was the father of Manasseh. 

Manasseh was the father of Amon. 

Amon was the father of Josiah.

11 Josiah was the father of Jehoiachin              

and his brothers (born at the time of the              

exile to Babylon). 

12 After the Babylonian exile: 

Jehoiachin was the father of Shealtiel. 

Shealtiel was the father of Zerubbabel. 

 

Eleazar was the father of Matthan. 

Matthan was the father of Jacob. 

16 Jacob was the father of Joseph, the               

husband of Mary. 

Mary gave birth to Jesus, who is called                

the Messiah. 

 

17 All those listed above include fourteen 

generations from Abraham to David,                   

fourteen from David to the Babylonian                  

exile, and fourteen from the Babylonian              

exile to the Messiah. 

 

18 This is how Jesus the Messiah was born. 

His mother, Mary, was engaged to be                    

married to Joseph. But before the marriage 

took place, while she was still a virgin, she 

became pregnant through the power of 

the Holy Spirit.
