Genesis 42-46 

When Jacob heard that grain was available in Egypt, he said to his sons, “Why are you standing 

around looking at one another? 2 I have heard there is grain in Egypt. Go down there, and buy 

enough grain to keep us alive. Otherwise we’ll die.” 

3 So Joseph’s ten older brothers went down to Egypt to buy grain. 4 But Jacob wouldn’t let                  

Joseph’s younger brother, Benjamin, go with them, for fear some harm might come to him.

 “Joseph is still alive!” they told him. “And he is governor of all the land of Egypt!” Jacob was 

stunned at the news—he couldn’t believe it. 27 But when they repeated to Jacob everything                    

Joseph had told them, and when he saw the wagons Joseph had sent to carry him, their father’s 

spirits revived. 

28 Then Jacob exclaimed, “It must be true! My son Joseph is alive! I must go and see him before                    

I die.” 

So Jacob set out for Egypt with all his possessions. And when he came to Beersheba, he offered     

sacrifices to the God of his father, Isaac. 2 During the night God spoke to him in a vision. “Jacob!   

Jacob!” he called. 

“Here I am,” Jacob replied. 

3 “I am God, the God of your father,” the voice said. “Do not be afraid to go down to Egypt, for 

there I will make your family into a great nation. 4 I will go with you down to Egypt, and I will bring 

you back again. You will die in Egypt, but Joseph will be with you to close your eyes.”
