"God the Father has expectations for his children.”

1 Corinthians 3:10-11

Because of God’s grace to me, | have laid the foundation like an expert builder. Now others are building on it.
But whoever is building on this foundation must be very careful. 11 For no one can lay any foundation other
than the one we already have—Jesus Christ. NLT

As a Father, | have expectations for my children. There aren’t a myriad of rules to follow; generally speaking, if they treat
others well and respect me and their mother, they’ll get along okay.
