It’s
choosing to trust and obey God when it makes good worldly sense not to. | once thought that there was little | could do
to “increase” or strengthen my faith, but that’s wrong. It’s in those moments when we struggle with faith the most but
that we push through and do the things God asks of us - even when we don’t see the point or believe in the outcome -
that God reward our faith with more of his presence and proves that we were right to have it. What gives our faith
strength is not our ability simply to believe, but in the character of the God we believe in who consistently shows up
when called upon.
